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WORSHIP FOR EVERYONE? Matt Lawley-Brown

‘Then the star appeared again, the
same star they had seen in the

eastern skies.  It led them on until it
hovered over the place of the child.

They could hardly contain
themselves.  They were in the right
place!  They had arrived at the right
time!  They entered the house and

saw the child in the arms of Mary, his
mother.  Overcome, they kneeled and

worshiped him.’

Matthew 2: 9-11 (The Message)

I would like you to ask yourself a
question - and I want you to answer
honestly...

How often do you feel like the people
in the passage?

So overcome by God that you
spontaneously worship Him and can
hardly contain yourself.  This idea
perhaps challenges our British ‘stiff
upper lip’ heritage, but The Bible is
bursting with accounts and examples
of extravagant acts of worship;
Abraham’s near sacrifice of Issac,
David dancing before the Lord, The
Psalms, Song of Songs, The
Magnificat (Mary’s song of worship)
and The Triumphal Entry into
Jerusalem, to specify a few.

The account of the shepherds’
experience of angels and worshiping
Jesus in Bethlehem described in Luke
2: 8-20 in The Message is entitled ‘An
Event for Everyone’.

‘The angel said, “Don’t be afraid. I’m
here to announce a great and joyful
event that is meant for everybody,

worldwide”.

Luke 2: 9 (The Message)

When God; Father, Son and Holy
Spirit, created us, He created us with
the capacity to be spiritual and placed
a desire within us to worship.  Every
single human being that has ever lived
and ever will has a natural instinct to
worship.

A few months before we got married in
2001, Len and I went to a U2 concert.
There was a defining moment in the
concert when Len nudged me and
gestured for me to look around the
stadium.  We saw well over 10,000
people all stood singing with their arms
outstretched toward heaven in total
abandonment.  At that moment I had a
total revelation of God’s design and the
greatest commandment for all humans
to worship Him.  Everyone in that
arena, christians and non believers
alike, were in awe.  I absolutely believe
that people were experiencing the
presence of God, as was I, many of
them just probably didn’t know it! Even
Bono (U2 lead singer) fell to his knees
weeping, and called out to God.  It was
such a powerful awe filled moment,
one which I will never forget.
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Each of us were designed to have a
relationship with God but some of us
search in other places to fill the void in
our lives.  People worship many things
in many ways - possessions; cars,
houses, clothes, toys, other people;
actors, musicians, athletes, friends
and family, activities; keeping fit,
holidays, watching television, surfing
the internet, eating, socialising.

None of these things are particularly
bad for us on the surface but we can
become too dependent on our worship
of them.  We will only know true
fullness of life when we are completely
dependent upon God and worship Him
whole heartedly.

Jesus referred to the scriptures from
Deuteronomy 6:5 when answering a
question from the Pharisees.  He was
explaining that in doing this we will
naturally keep the commandments;

‘Love the Lord your God
with all your heart and with all your
soul and with all your mind.’  This is

the greatest commandment.  And the
second is like it: ‘Love your

neighbour as yourself.’

Matthew 22: 37-39 (N.I.V)

This is another Bible passage
explaining that we should give God
our all and worship Him with
everything we have.

Rather than spend time writing about
the variety of styles of Christian
worship I want to encourage you all
to seek God and live every aspect of
your life as an act of worship.  The
times when we come together as
congregations and other groups are
extremely important both to God and
our own faith.  However we also
need to make the most of every
opportunity we have to spend time
with God and listen to Him.

In future issues of Contact I plan to
explore the integral part that worship
plays in our individual relationships
with God and the growth and
development of His church.  Part of
my role across the North Lancashire
District is to help develop worship
amongst young people.  I believe
that this is not just about developing
opportunities for acts of worship
appropriate to young people but
developing and maintaining a culture
of whole hearted worship which
encompasses every aspect of our
lives all of the time, whether good or
bad.  I shall share some of my
insights and experiences with you
and I hope to encourage you in your
worship of God.
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God loves every single one of us and
is interested in us.  I strongly
believe that if our worship of Him is to
encompass every aspect of our lives
then our acts of worship should
encompass our culture.  By which I
mean we need to have the attitude of
the young boy whose loaves and
fishes fed over 5,000 people.  He
came prepared and was willing to be
used by God.  We need to bring to
God an offering of ourselves in a way
that we can engage with Him;
culturally, emotionally and spiritually.
Every time we give to God, He
lavishes us in abundance.

During this Christmas season as we
focus upon what God began through
His Son I want to challenge us all to
experiment with ways of worshiping
Him outside of our normal
experiences.  If you are stuck for
ideas try listening to Christian music
and singing along to it, spend time
paraphrasing a section of scripture
into your own words - the Psalms are
a great starting point for this, read a
good book, take a walk, memorise
some scripture, pray and spend more
time listening than talking, visit
someone in need, give to the poor.
There are so many ways we can
worship God. I plan to write in more
detail about this in the future.

To conclude for this issue I would like
to thank you sincerely for all of your
prayers and support and wish you a
wonderful Christmas and New Year
from Len, Taliyah, Kieona and myself.
I pray that you will meet with God;
Father, Son and Holy Spirit and
encourage others to do the same.  I
will leave you with a quote from a book
I am about to start reading which I will
be drawing from in my ministry.  I
believe it holds many truths about the
future of the church as a whole.

“Loving the Lord our God with all our
hearts, strength, mind and
understanding is our highest priority.
But can we do that without following
the second commandment to love our
neighbour as ourselves?

This book looks at what happens when
we let WORSHIP infuse all areas of
our lives, what EVANGELISM looks
like in today’s culture, and what God’s
passion for JUSTICE means for us in a
broken and hurting world. God holds all
three close to His heart: if we bring
them back together, could we regain
the lost voice of the church?”

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Most of you at Leyland will hopefully
now know that we are trying to join our
sister church at Lostock Hall in
becoming an Eco-Congregation.

This means that we all need to care for
the earth by following sustainable
practice and taking into account global
and local environmental considerations
for present and future generations.

We need to do this :

· through the conservation and use of
resources in the Church and at home

· by developing more sustainable
lifestyles.

· by being actively involved in Local
community initiatives

The Church council have now signed a
Sustainability pledge to encourage all
within the Church to works towards
sustainability by

· Saving energy
· Minimising the use of and

eliminating the contamination of water
· Reducing waste

The Eco-group and Church Council
have now begun to compile an action
plan to encompass spirituality,
practicality and reaching out.

LMC has frequently included care of
God’s creation in its worship and
teaching but we hope to extend this by
identifying and resourcing good quality
Bible study material that can be made
available to house groups. To help us
all reduce our waste and recycle more
the World Church group is compiling a
list of recycling points within Leyland.

The Boys Brigade is hoping to
organise a mobile phone recycling
scheme. You can expect to see more
recycling activities within the Church as
we progress. One of these will be a
recycling point for Christmas cards
after Christmas. Did you know:

· 20,000 tonnes of waste card and
paper goes to landfill every year,
from 1 billion Christmas cards.

· Another 1 billion cards get recycled.
· The average Christmas card market

is worth over £114 million a year.
· The average cut going to charity

from charity Christmas cards is just
10% and can be as low as 4%.

LMC is also going to host a
sustainability audit training day on 31st

January 2009. This is organised in
liaison with Faiths4Change and will be
run by the Bay Energy Saving
Partnership. We will be making places
available to other people within the
South Ribble Methodist Circuit and
also Churches Together in Leyland.
This is just a small start in reaching out
to the local community.

I conclude with a prayer that I found on
the Christian Ecology web site :
We thank you, Father, for the men and
women of determination who have
taken the lead in the struggle to protect
your creation from exploitation and
degradation. Help us, in our turn, to
give of ourselves, not counting the
cost, for the sake of your dear Son,
who died to save not just us, but the
whole of your creation. Amen.
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For some months now the signs were
there that the world economy was
heading towards turbulent storms as
our Prime Minister put it.  Now we are
in the midst of it. There was a bit of
an argument on the telly about who
was to blame for the mess we are
supposed to be in.  Some said giving
credit irresponsibly was the course.
Others said our government has been
for some time, been borrowing too
much irresponsibly and still others
claimed we are a nation living on
credit cards.  Then one of the
members on the panel said: “Lets
concentrate on how we get out of this
mess.”

What followed was even more
confusing.  Some said reducing taxes
is the answer.  That will encourage
people to spend more.  Others said
reducing taxes alone was not enough
– we needed to cut VAT and so the
argument went on and on.  What was
happening reminded me of what our
Lord Jesus said: “ If a kingdom is
divided against itself, that kingdom
cannot stand. And if a house is
divided against itself, that house
cannot stand” . [Mark 3:24-25]

Whatever the economic climate is,
this country is more blessed than we
think.

It is true that some have lost their jobs
and is likely there will be more.  There
may be more hardship than we have
experienced in the recent past.

The situation is even more poignant
during the festive season of giving
and receiving.  But let us celebrate
the greatest gift of all – that God
made man in Jesus Christ came to
earth about two thousand years ago
to teach us what really matters –
Loving God and Your neighbour as
yourself.  He who knows the end from
the beginning will surely guide us
through our current difficulties – be
they financial, relational or health
issues.

The Faith Sharing ministries
consist of both outreach activities
and those which build us up in our
faith.

During
these times, primarily, we can offer
our thanks and praise to God for
everything He is to us, the difference
knowing Him makes in our lives;
offering our worship to Him.
Secondly, we can build community
as we meet together regularly, get to
know each other's names and a little
about each other and look at the
various Mon-Sat groups in which we
can take part and in which we can
build up friendships as well as
developing as disciples.

This term, it has been a humbling
experience co-ordinating both a
morning and evening Alpha course.
Thank you so much to those who
have participated and those who
have led sessions and been prayer
partners.  We have truly
encountered God's presence with us
and valued each other's
contributions.

Just prior to submitting this report,
the Band of Brothers (BOB) have
hosted their first big event with
speaker Carl Beech : national
director for Christian Vision for
Men(CVM).

We pray for continued success for
both CVM nationally and the BOB
team locally, in the hope of many
more men getting involved in
reaching out to their male friends.
On average, most churches consist
of 70% women, 30% men.  We are
fortunate having so many men at
LMC: just a few more needed to
create a healthy 50:50 balance!
In addition, I would like to put the
spotlight on both Pubtalk and the
Sunday seeker services.  Pubtalk
will begin again in January on the
3rd Monday each month.  It takes
place in the alcove at the back of
Leyland Ol' Gates pub and is ideal
for taking friends who are open to
Christianity yet not sure about
church.

As for the seeker services, they get
better and better (no pressure to
those leading the next few!).  During
Phil's sabbatical last year, a number
of churches we visited asked their
members 'Who are you bringing?'.
If you have a close relative,
daughter, son, long lost cousin,
good friend or neighbour for whom
you have been praying for a long
time, why not take a 'risk' over the
next 6 months and invite them to a
seeker service, just to see what they
think about it?
