Quite often in either prayer, Bible
study groups and,indeed, Sunday
worship services,prayers can often
include thanks to God for the
freedom we enjoy in being able to
practise Christianity in the ways that
we do.  An article published recently
reminded me as to how fortunate
we are:

In December 2006, 'Campus
Crusade Indonesia' staff held a
prayer rereat/training event.  As it
was a training event, it was
videoed.  Part of the event included
reference to an aspect of another
religion.  The video somehow fell
into the hands of people from that
religion.  The video was then placed
onto a YouTube website and
reported to the local media.  The
video contents were interpreted as
expressing hatred towards another
religion (which the trainers would
disagree with).

Having been arrested and charged
last year, the leader (Brother
Daniel) and 40 other staff members
were sentenced in July.  They have
been imprisoned for the maximum
time of five years for their 'crime'.

If anyone would like to take
action regarding the above, we
have been asked to send a
message of encouragement to
Daniel and his colleagues.  We
are asked not to include
anything which could be
insulting to the authorities.

We were
assessed on Sunday 13th January
2008 and have received the letter
formally advising us that we have
been given the Eco-Congregation
award.

The assessors were particularly
impressed with our Eco-Creed :

We believe that we can make a
difference; that it is for each one of
us to do something and act in
whatever way we can to preserve
this special gift.

To obtain this award we started by
forming a small Eco group and
completed a Church environmental
check-up which gave us a basis to
consider what actions could be
taken to fall into the following
categories.

1. worship and teaching

2. practical things to do with
buildings, land and church
management

3. reaching out, both locally and
globally

We started working towards
Eco-congregation status in
September 2006 and achieved a
lot in just 15 months.

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Prayer: The key to Power –
by R.A. Torrey.

God delights to answer prayer:
“Call upon Me,” He cries, “I will
deliver thee, and thou shalt glorify
Me” (Psalm 50:15). “They that
wait upon the Lord shall renew
their strength …they shall run and
not be weary; and they shall walk,
and not faint” (Isaiah 40:31)..
There is a place where strength
can always be renewed; that
place is the presence of the Lord.

How little time the average
Christian spends in prayer! We
are too busy to pray, and so we
are too busy to have power. We
have a great deal of activity, but
we accomplish little; there are
many services, but few
conversions. The power of God is
lacking in our lives and in our
work. We have not because we
ask not.

Many Christians confessedly do
not believe in the power of prayer.
Some go so far as to
contemptuously contrast the
“pray-ers” with the “do-ers” –
forgetting that in the history of the
Church the real doers have been
“pray-ers”, that the men who have
made the glorious part of the
Church’s history have been without
exception, men of prayer.

Of those who do believe
theoretically in the power of
prayer, not one in a thousand
realises its power.  How much time
does the average Christian spend
daily in prayer?  How much time
do you spend daily in prayer?

It was a master-stroke of the
devil to get the Church and the
ministry to lay aside the mighty
weapon of prayer.  He does not
mind at all if the Church expands
its organisations and her deftly
contrived machinery for the
conquest of the world for Christ,
if she will only give up praying.

He laughs softly, as he looks at
the Church of today, and says
under his breath: “You can have
your Sunday schools, your social
organisations, your grand choirs,
and even your revival efforts, as
long as you do not bring the
power of Almighty God into them
by earnest, persistent, and
believing prayer.”

The devil is not afraid of
organisation; he is only afraid of
God, and organisation without
prayer is organisation without
God. Our day is characterised
by the multiplication of man’s
machinery and the lessening of
God’s power sought and
obtained by prayer. But when
men and women arise who be-
lieve in prayer, and who pray in
the way the Bible teaches us to
pray, prayer accomplishes as
much as it ever did.
